Achievements To date:
The programme is run in partnership with the Day Spring Crèche. Children who attend the school come from the poor community of Ntabamhlope. Children are often raised by grandparents as parents have migrated to the urban areas to find work because there are few job opportunities in the rural area. Some children are orphans as their parents have died due to Aids related diseases and grandparents have taken over the responsibility of raising the children. Approximately 130 children between the ages of 2 to 6 years attend the pre-school. Dorcas Aid supports the poorest children who attend the crèche. The project has been able to improve the lives of 15 very poor children over the last 3 years. The children were fed on a daily basis at the crèche and as a result their health has improved; they also received other forms of social aid such as clothing & blankets. They were also able to benefit from receiving a good pre-school education

Target Group: 
Supporting the poorest children from Ntabamhlope who attend the crèche 

Problems Which The Programme Addresses: 
Reducing the impact of poverty on the children and their families through the provision of food for the children and social care for their families. 

Purpose:
To improve the living conditions of 25 children and their families; and to see the impact of poverty reduced in their lives.

Main Activities:
The children are given daily meals and they receive pre-school education at the crèche. Care is extended to the families through provision of food parcels, clothing and medical care.
